	CONTENTS

	1_DESCRIPTION
The teaching of Policies and strategies for territorial cohesion contributes to the training of third year students through a path oriented towards basic training and the experimentation of experiences of applied synthesis of the urban planning discipline.

The course is aimed at providing third-year students with a cultural base of reference through the acquisition of theoretical notions, methodological foundations and basic technical knowledge useful for understanding the transformation processes that underlie urban and territorial changes current. Through the role and evolution of public intervention tools and strategies for the governance of these transformations, within the broader development and territorial cohesion policies. Territorial strategies concern initiatives aimed at supporting the development and well-being of specific territories (therefore of a particular geographical area and its community) with the aim of strengthening its economic and social identity and therefore also its protagonism and responsibility in the choices of intervention.

The cohesion policy - economic, social and territorial - is aimed at pursuing a more just European society, bearer of equal opportunities for all citizens regardless of their territorial location, and in which there are no disparities in economic and social development. Through its implementation, the European Union therefore aims to reduce disparities, not by lowering the level of development of the more affluent areas, but by promoting a parallel growth of all the Member States which guarantees a higher level of well-being for all geographical areas.
2_COURSE PROGRAMME

The course program takes place in the first semester, with 12 weeks of activities that include lessons, seminars, applications, exercises and intermediate checks.

The course will deal with the issues of the quality of urban space, the presence of services and infrastructures and the integrity of the landscape are just some of the territorial determinants capable of promoting people's well-being, economic growth and social cohesion. The debate on the nature of inequalities has highlighted how the most fragile territories and neighborhoods constitute a limit to the growth of people and their development, and how inequalities are often concentrated in places where opportunities are lacking and where the degradation of physical space stigmatizes populations locals. With these premises, the theme of the course concerns integrated territorial development actions, with the awareness that each human, social and economic activity cannot ignore the physical palimpsest in which it occurs.

By territorial integration of development policies we mean an approach that proposes an overall local development strategy, from which actions of different nature derive, integrated with each other, which contribute in different ways to interrelated objectives. The territorial approach of policy integration is characterized by:

- participatory planning of strategies with the inhabitants of the areas concerned;

- the search for collaboration between public and private entities;

-the signing of special agreements involving all public and private players, with the identification of reciprocal commitments;

- the definition of resources and implementation times, to guarantee the actual implementation of the planned actions.
The discipline will address topics related to:

-The context of the European Union's Cohesion Policy, knowledge and information on the objectives, opportunities and programming circuit of European funds which engages the European Union, States and Regions;

The experimentation

The proposal concerns the methods that should characterize the processes and strategies for the regeneration of internal areas and villages within complex territorial systems, characterized by cultural landscapes with a strong identity value.
3_EXPECTED RESULTS

The course aims to outline the criteria for a redefinition of the territorial planning process through the construction of synergies and forms of integration and new processes for the construction of the innovative local development model following the European directives and Agenda 2030.
Knowledge and understanding

At the end of the course, the student will be able to know and recognize the principles, objectives and functioning of the European Union's cohesion policies; Recognize and describe the roles of the various actors involved in the programming circuit of European funds for the territories; demonstrate that they have acquired knowledge and skills useful for being able to develop design exercises.

Applying knowledge and understanding

Thanks to the knowledge acquired in the study of data and information on cohesion policy interventions on the Italian territory, the student must develop an approach methodology in a specific territorial area (practice area); demonstrate that they have suitable skills both to develop actions and project visions on the topics of study. The aim is the construction and sharing of a new narration of the territory of the reference area preparatory to any elaboration or design intervention.

Autonomy of judgments (making judgements)

The student will acquire the ability to integrate the various knowledge and critically reflect on the various topics proposed. All this accustoms him to collect and analyze data, to make decisions and to judge and predict the effect of his choices.

Communication skills

The student will be able to use communication tools and techniques in the form of dialogue, written and graphic, to communicate the contents learned and their own elaborations and proposals, arguing in moments of comparison with other colleagues and with the teacher.

Ability to learn (learning skills)

The student must demonstrate that he has acquired the skills necessary to independently document himself on the topics studied, to use the methodological tools useful for his own cultural growth and for the continuous updating of his knowledge and design skills in the field of urban planning and territorial government.


	SPECIFIC COURSE OBJECTIVES

	The course's educational objective is to provide students with the foundations and tools to address the themes and priorities of the interregional, transnational, and cross-border cooperation programs under implementation, with specific focus on the integration between programs responding to the two objectives of the Policy of Cohesion, on macro-regional strategies and on the debate on post-2020 planning.
Qualifying educational objectives

The educational objective of the course is to make students able to analyze and contextualize the transformation processes of the territory over time, as well as to understand the evolution of strategies and master the various public intervention tools to govern these processes and promote territorial cohesion.
Specific training objectives

The specific objectives are to provide an overview of the scientific debate and political strategies through the renewed interest in internal areas, which is characterized by a new perception of these places, to which the symbolic values and new use values are recognized.

The issues that have emerged in recent years concern the need to reverse the condition of marginality of the internal areas according to a place-based approach, based on places, implementing proposals capable of improving the territorial capital in a perspective of endogenous development and enhance project strategies and urban and territorial transformation processes to strengthen the resilience properties of complex territorial systems.

The exam, which can be accessed after verifying the minimum attendance (70%), includes both a verification of the theoretical training path relating to the topics covered during the course, and an evaluation of the graphic works prepared by the students according to the thematic guidelines indicated by the teacher.
